This is the reality for many people with disabilities like Javier, aged 7, who lives with his grandparents in the spectacular Andes in rural Bolivia. Simple basic rights such as education and quality of life are a distant dream due to a lack of resources. There are virtually no early disability detection programmes in the country and so often crucial developmental years are lost.  

International Service Ireland (ISI) is providing training in early disability detection to occupational and physical therapists, guidance on the adaptation of the national curriculum to allow children with disabilities attend school. We also provide human rights training to the Bolivian Institute of the Blind and skills training for people with Down Syndrome so that they can integrate the workforce. We also work closely with the National Public Administration Training Institute to ensure that disability is included in all government recruitment processes and training programmes.

The poorest country in Latin America, Bolivia ranks 117th out of 177 countries according to the UN’s 2007 Human Development Index (Ireland is 5th).  In Bolivia, people with disabilities represent 15% of the population or 1.35 million people.  An estimated 70% of people with disabilities live on less than €2 a day.  
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
