HIV/AIDS in Brazil
Rapidly rising HIV/AIDS infection rates in Northern Brazil are a major cause of alarm.  Despite a general reduction in rates of infection, in poor northern areas the number of infections continues to rise; the number of people who are HIV positive tripled in 10 years to 17.4% in 2005.  This is primarily due to a lack of education and awareness of sexual health; in addition after Thailand, Brazil is the No. 1 destination of choice for sex tourists. (…) it's believed that there are half a million child prostitutes in the country.
What we do

International Service Ireland, ISI, currently has 5 professional Development Workers placed with our partners in Northern Brazil. Through our work with grassroots and government entities we:

· Provide training on HIV/AIDS and sexual health awareness to vulnerable teenagers and other at risk groups including sex workers. 

· Provide vocational training and micro-grants to vulnerable youths for income generating activities

· Provide support for counselling and out-reach services for people living with HIV/AIDS in poor and rural communities

· Work with local government health departments to mainstream disability in all health programmes with a particular focus on sexual health
